1. To fund the fit out of the TEN Centre by end June 2010, at a fixed price of £996,188 plus £381,235 design and SPV costs.

2. To underwrite the SPV costs associated in producing the documentation for Deed of Variation 2 of £232,205 should the project not go ahead 

3. To issue the necessary Authority Notices of Change (ANC) under the PFI 2 contract 

4. To commission Addleshaw Goddard as legal advisors, and act on the Council’s behalf. 

The Reasons are to facilitate the fitting out the new TEN Centre.

Options considered and rejected were not to proceed with this decision.
