in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (i),, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Approve the contract for the supply of electricity to all supplies above 100kW, be awarded to tenderer two. The contract will commence 1 April 2010 for a two year period with an option to extend for a further year..

The Reasons are following a sealed bid tender process tenderer 2 submitted the lowest  24 month contract. The 24 month contract will produce costs of approximately £917,877. This amounts to a decrease in costs of approximately £242,685 per annum (20.91%). Seven electricity companies were invited to tender. Five documents were returned..

Options considered and rejected were twelve months contracts were requested and were slightly lower in price, however, due to the volatility of prices and the options for the procurement of energy in the future, the 24 month contract is recommended..
