The Reasons are The Deed of Variation also has to be sealed by Manchester and it should be noted that the Pathfinder cannot actually claim any grant without a legal agreement being in place. Both City Treasurer’s are keen that HMR money is drawn into the respective City’s accounts as in the meantime it is being financed, at least in part, by temporary borrowing, with a resultant cost to the Local Authorities.

The Deed of Adherence is the agreement between Manchester and Salford as to how the two Authorities will work between themselves..

The source of funding is Housing Market Renewal Grant.
