I, Councillor  Bill Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, give approval to an exception being made to Contractual Standing Orders in accordance with the provisions of paragraph 2. 1 (a) of Part 4: Section 7 of the Council Constitution, to enable the Lead Member for Planning to approve  the appointment of URBED to develop a masterplan for the Patricroft Bridge area as it is considered to be the most advantageous to the city council, although not the lowest in price, of the tenders received.
The Reasons are: URBED demonstrated they were the most capable of delivering the vision set out in the brief.
Assessment of Risk Low – A masterplan will require the commitment of officer time, and fees of approximately £55,000 to commission consultants to undertake a masterplan on the site. £33,000 of this funding will be requested through the approved AGMA Housing Growth Point funding allocation (subject to confirmation), and £22,000 of this funding has been identified within the approved Salford West Framework budget. Pending confirmation of Growth Point funding (anticipated June 2009), cover can be made from the Salford West Budget.

The source of funding is  £22,000 from the approved Salford West Programme budget and £33,000 to be requested from the Housing Growth Point funding allocation through AGMA.
