I Councillor Hinds , Lead Member Customer and Support Services Directorate,in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J(a)(i)of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve that the contract for the supply of electricity to all Public Lighting within the boundaries of Salford City Council, be awarded to the lowest tenderer. The contract will commence 1 April 2009 for a one year period with an option to extend for a further year..

The Reasons are following a sealed bid tender process tenderer 1 submitted a 12 month and 24 month contract. The 12 month was the lowest tender at a cost of £957,663. This amounts to a reduction in the annual costs of £231,537 (22.81%).  Five electricity companies were invited to tender. One document was returned..

Options considered and rejected were A 24 month contract was considered, however, there was a 5% increase in costs. As the energy markets are steady and this is predicted for the near future a 12 month contract would be the best option..
