DETAILS:

1.1 The Park Residents Association has been awarded £130,000 by the Fair Share Trust towards the installation of a Multi Use Games area (MUGA) at Patricroft Recreation Ground. This offer was confirmed by letter in August 08 (appendix 1)

        In addition to this the group has also secured an additional £8,000 from Eccles Community Committee towards this scheme.
1.2 The Association was established in 1995 in response to domestic criminality in the area and operated for many years as a Home Watch Scheme. The aim of the group today is to promote safety, well- being and to keep residents involved and informed regarding issues affecting their lives. The group is represented on the local Community Committee and associated sub-groups e.g. Budget Group, Children and Young Peoples Task Group and the Environmental Task Group.
1.3 The association considers that Patricroft Recreation Ground is at the hub of the community and has the potential to provide the area with a vibrant community space to be enjoyed by all residents. One of the aims of the group is to enhance the park and the group submitted an application to Barton Fairshare for a new MUGA, Lighting and CCTV. The panel agreed to fund the capital element of the MUGA (£130K).
1.4 The award offer letter states that “payment for the capital part of the project will only be released upon satisfactory completion of the upgrading of the games area”. In order to address this issue, a request was made to the City Treasurer to underwrite this scheme. The City Treasurer has agreed to this request.

 

1.5 Affirmation has also been received from the City Treasurer to support the annual maintenance of £5,500 for the MUGA. Although this will provide the routine maintenance it would not be sufficient to cover serious vandalism, however unlike previous sport area projects carried out in the past there is no mention within the award offer letter that the funding will be requested back from the council if in the event the facility is unusable due to vandalism.      

1.6 In accordance with the partnership arrangement Urban Vision will be delivering the scheme.

1.7 Once approval has been granted a proposed time frame can be formulated, it is anticipated that this project will be completed within the next financial year.
