I Councillor Bill Hinds ,  Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph C 3 (a) (x) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby disapprove the application for Discretionary Rate Relief made by Karen Illingworth of Snowdon Road, Eccles on behalf of the Eccles Community Art Gallery, located at Unity 4, Boothway, Eccles..

The Reasons are that members have previously considered granting relief in this case but recommended that the gallery should seek charitable status or a tax exemption, both of which would have enabled the gallery to claim mandatory relief. The gallery chose not to do this but to set itself up as a Community Interest Group, which does not attract any Mandatory Relief. It is therefore decided not to grant discretionary relief in this case..
