Approve the regrading and redesignation of the post of Head of Support Services, Learning Difficulties (currently Grade Q), to Head of Service, Provider Services, Local Scale Band F.  This is consistent with similar posts within the Directorate and is comparable to the third tier senior manager posts within the Children’s Services Directorate.  
This change is part of a wider reorganisation of the function and management arrangements within the Community, Health & Social Care Directorate.  Previously separate provision across Learning Difficulty Services and Older People’s Services have been consolidated into one functional area under Provider Services with a reduction of management posts through VER and flexible retirement arrangements.  The post of Head of Service will therefore now have additional responsibility for provision across older people’s services and learning difficulty services in particular short breaks; transport; accommodation and day services.  The revised job description is attached.
In addition, this post will have the responsibility for the protection of vulnerable people and be the responsible person to align with the statutory, regulatory duties as outlined by the Care Quality Commission.
