Procurement Advice obtained: Gary Amos: Ext 3878. A considerable amount of foundation work needs to be carried out to order the service to the required configuration and develop a uniform standard of service provision by the organisations involved (including coaching current service providers on the commercial aspects of the competition and contract management process). Once this has been achieved, it will be possible to consider the appropriate path to competition.
