BACKGROUND

2.1 
Further to the report submitted to the Customer and Support Services 
Lead Member Briefing on the 18th October 2004 Cotterill Landscapes 
Ltd were employed to undertake the construction of a MUGA at Moorside 
Park/Beechfarm, Swinton in November 2004. Following concerns 
regarding the lack of progress, in accordance with the JCLI Agreement 
for Landscape Works approved by the Head of Law and Administration, 
a default notice was issued on 11th February. On 16th February we 
received a phonecall from Robert Cotterill, the Managing Director of  
Cotterill Landscapes Ltd informing us that he had been placed the 
company into voluntary liquidation. In accordance with the agreement the 
contract was terminated on 18th February.

2.2 
The £105,800 capital budget for the works has been provided by the 
NOF Fairshare Programme and is linked to the achievement of 
milestones within an agreed timescale. It is acknowledged that a re-
tendering process for completion of the works would prevent the works 
being completed within the timescale and will result in a serious 
inconvenience to the users of Beechfarm/Moorside Park.
