Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Sheehy, Lead Member for Community, Health and Social Care, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J a) i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Authorise the award of contract to SHAP Limited for the provision of an Independent Mental Capacity Advocate (IMCA) service.

The contract is for a period of three years with an option to extend by mutual agreement for a further two years following review.  This is a new contract which, subject to Standing Orders, will commence as soon as possible after 1st April 2007. 


The Community, Health and Social Care Directorate is acting as lead commissioner on behalf of Bolton and Trafford MBC’s/PCT’s.  The total annual contract value is approximately £103,000 with Salford’s contribution being £38,000.    

The reasons are: 
 The Directorate has a statutory duty to provide this service with effect from 1st April 2007.


National guidance advises joint commissioning with other local authorities/PCT’s to ensure value for money and delivery of a comprehensive service.

Options considered and rejected were: Tender process was required under contractual standing orders.
