I, Cllr Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 4 Section 7, Paragraph 2.2 of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve an exception to financial regulations under Part 4: Section 7 of the Council Procedure Rules on Contractual Standing Orders 2.1a (sole supplier) for the appointment of National Childminding Association (NCMA) to provide a development worker and support in order to develop a childminding network for children’s centres.

The cost of the contract will be a maximum of £110,000 over 2 years 3 months.

The reasons are as follows:

· NCMA are a national voluntary organisation who specialise in childminding development and this is a specialist area of work

· There are tight timescales by which to develop this network and the Local Authority does not currently have the capacity to do this. 

· NCMA have undertaken a proven track record in delivering similar work with other Local Authorities 
Alternatives Considered: the invitation of tenders via a general advert would cause delay

Assessment of Risk: medium – low risk.

That targets are not met and this will impact on revenue funding of up to £24,300 in this financial year only
