The assessment of tendered prices has resulted in the following:-
Based on an average delivery load of 3 cubic metres, and an annual volume of 1000 cubic metres, the estimated contract value will cost a minimum of £75,643.33 and a maximum of £80,000.00 dependent on the type of mix required and also the availability of the most competitive supplier at any one time.

The Reasons are Following evaluation of the submission of of three tenders, the recommendation of City Highways is to award contracts to all three cmpanies in order to ensure continuity of supply at all times, sometimes at very short notice, but on the understanding that the most competitive rate will always be utilised where transportation is available..

Options considered and rejected were Not applicable..

Assessment of Risk The risk of only using the most competitive company on each occasion is that the workforce would be on-site awaiting delivery and a consequent outcome of non-productive time being charged to the particular project..
