In February 2004, the 

company informed the City Council that due to internal changes within the 

organisation, they are unable to continue in their current role in relation to Central 

Station.

Assessment of Risk The “in principle” Irwell Corridor EDZ ERDF approval of £1.5m for Salford Central Station is at risk of not being converted to a full approval unless effective project management is put in place immediately to meet the deadline for technical appraisal which is March /April.   The appointment of Gleeds and the effective management of the project through to technical appraisal will minimise the risk of losing the ERDF funding that is essential to deliver the matched funding from the PTE and to progress Phase 1 of the project.
