SUMMARY
1.1
To seek approval to the waiving of standing orders to allow the placing of an order for the urgent refurbishment of the premises.

2.0
BACKGROUND
2.1 The Brookhouse Estate has suffered social problems some of which are youth related.

2.2 A solution of using two of the disused squash courts in the former Brookhouse Recreation Centre has now been suggested to provide a youth facility. The squash courts are located in part of the premises leased to Brookhouse Residents Association. The Association have no objection as they do not use this part of the premises but it will be necessary to amend the lease to take account of the amended accommodation.

3.0 DETAILS

3.1 During last year basic refurbishment works were carried out to the premises but this was before anyone had been formally identified to run the premises. Following work by Salford CVS a group of residents have agreed to run the facility with support from the Youth Service and others.

3.2 Terms for occupation by the group, who have yet to confirm their name, are virtually agreed.

3.3 This group has identified further works which are required to bring the premises into use and funding is available as follows;

Eccles Community Committee      £ 5000

Community Safety Unit                 £ 5000

Connexions                                  £ 5000

Community Chest                         £ 3500

Total                                              £18500

3.4        In order to secure the funding it is necessary to raise an order before 31st March but there                                           

is not enough time to obtain quotations to comply with standing orders. It is therefore proposed to raise an order with E & J Kane Ltd. on the basis of tendered day work rates with agreed percentage on sub-contractors.
