The works relate to essential upgrading and refurbishment

of the kitchen areas in the existing hall following the discovery of extensive asbestos


material that required removing and for further structural works and repairs to the 

existing hall. There is also provision in the additional funding for extra ground works


associated with the new build contract. The additional funding is for £125,784.00 and 

comprises a further £30,784.00 from the Big Lottery and £95,000.00 of unsupported


borrowing from Lledr Hall’s business plan and revenue budget. 

That the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services is asked to authorise

£95,000.00 of unsupported borrowing to pay for the refurbishment and upgrade


of the kitchen areas in the existing hall.

The reasons are  to facilitate the earliest possible start on site to enable the

works to the kitchen and new build extension to be completed.
