The reasons are:

1. The New Schools (General) (England) Regulations 2003 came into force on 10th July 2003.  These regulations require a temporary governing body to be set up once proposals for the new school have been approved by the School Organisation Committee (SOC) or it can be set up in advance of approval by SOC if this provision would be helpful. 

2. Proposals for the new school have not yet gone to SOC but it is proposed by the New Ordsall Primary LEA Working Group that the temporary governing body is set up now to aid the planning for the project, particularly issues surrounding the design of and facilities for the new school. 

3. The New Ordsall Primary LEA Working Group was set up by Judy Edmonds (Assistant Director Capital and Schools Organisation) and has been meeting since the autumn term 2003.  The membership of the working party consists of the headteachers and chairs of governors of both of the schools, that it is proposed the new school will replace (ie. Radclyffe Community Primary School and St Clements (Egerton) CE Primary School) and senior officers from the following LEA services:  Governor Services; Asset Management; Personnel; Finance; Planning and Development.

4. The proposed new Ordsall Primary School has been designated as a community school and the New Ordsall Primary School LEA Working Group approved the composition of the temporary governing body based on the size of the proposed new school.  The agreed composition is the Community School DfES 12 Governor Model and consists of:

· four parent governors

· two staff governors

· two LEA governors

· four community governors

The proposed governors to be appointed to these positions are all currently serving as governors on Radclyffe Community Primary School and St Clements (Egerton) CE Primary School and the New Ordsall Primary School LEA Working Group and governing bodies of both schools approved these proposals at their last meetings.

5. Under the New Schools (General) (England) Regulations 2003 arrangements for setting up a temporary governing body will be terminated under the following circumstances:

· where the proposals for the new school are withdrawn;

· where the proposals are rejected by the SOC, the Adjudicator or the Secretary of State;

· where the local education authority decides not to implement the proposals; or

· where the SOC, the Adjudicator or the Secretary of State decides that the proposals previously approved should not proceed.

Other options considered and rejected were:

Waiting to appoint the temporary governing body until the proposal had been approved by SOC.  This was rejected due to decisions that need to be taken to enable the project to progress and it is felt the temporary governing body is the most appropriate body to make these decisions.  If the proposals for the new school do not go ahead the temporary governing body would be terminated as outlined in paragraph 5 above.
