SALFORD CITY COUNCIL - RECORD OF DECISION

I , Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education,

in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph  D 4 (a) (xii) 

of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise and approve

the Instrument of Government for the Beis Yaakov High School for Girls, Salford in accordance with section 34 of the Education Act 2002 and under the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003.

The reasons are:

1. On 1st January 2005 the Beis Yaakov High School for Girls, Salford opened as a  Salford City Council voluntary aided school, having moved from the independent school sector. 

2. On 10th July 2003 the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003 came into force. These regulations require all governing bodies of new schools to have an Instrument of Government in place that complies with these regulations as soon as is reasonably practicable after the new school has opened.  It is the responsibility of the temporary governing body to prepare a draft instrument and submit it to the LEA.

3. The Temporary Governing Body of the Beis Yaakov High School for Girls, Salford  approved the draft Instruments of Government at their meeting held on 10th January 2005.

4. The legal process for a new Instrument of Government to be made is by an Order of Salford City Council, in accordance with the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003. The draft Instrument of Government, attached, has been drawn up in accordance with these regulations and checked by the Governor Services Officer. 

5. Once approved, the new Instrument of Government will come into effect from the date that it is made.

None  - as once a new school is opened it must have an Instrument of Government as required under the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003.
