I ,Councillor Keith Mann, Lead Member for Education and Leisure Services ,in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Approve :

 The award of a contract for the supply and delivery of Educational Materials to schools within the following Local Authorities:- Blackpool BC; Bolton MBC; Manchester City Council; Oldham MBC; Salford City Council; Stockport MBC and Trafford MBC.

Calculations of likely expenditure cannot be accurately predicted as there is no guarantee that every school will support this arrangement.
Therefore, the estimated contract value reflects usage figures provided by current suppliers over the period September 2002 to August 2003, and costs are anticipated to total £98,866.47.

The Reasons are To avoid needless duplication of resources in individually arranging supply arrangements for this commodity group and to maximise the collective  Purchasing power of seven Local Authorities..

Options considered and rejected were The continuation of contract renewals for:- Exercise Books and Paper, and Art and Craft Materials, was discussed at length within the Local Authority Purchasing Partnership. It was agreed to rationalise the two contracts into one in order to improve efficiency in tendering procedures and to encourage greater competition for business..

Assessment of Risk Documentary contract award recommendations have been provided in order to justify the content of this notice and to ensure compliance with audit trail requirements..

The source of funding is Revenue budgets.
