I , Councillor Keith Mann ,Lead Member Education and Leisure, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J[1] of Section 2, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve 

 The award of a contract to provide Cash in Transit Services as required by Education & Leisure Directorate [Citywide Services], Community and Social Services Directorate and the Greater Manchester Police Authority for the period 1st May 2004 to 30th April 2005.  Due the need for risk assessments by the successful tenderer prior to them commencing the service, the implementation of the contract has been deferred by one month to the 1st May 2004.

The cost of the contract has been based on a weekly service provision for both Council Directorates.  The requirements of the Greater Manchester Police Authority tend to be of a more adhoc nature and revolves around the extent of cash seized by Police Officers, although in addition there is a week collection from two police establishments. .

The Reasons are : To ensure that the provision of Cash in Transit services are carried out in accordance with Contractual Standing Orders and that the delivery of such services will be carried out in a safe and cost effective manner.  Following the analysis of the submitted tenders, it was the recommendation by Education & Leisure Services, [Citywide Services], Community and Social Services and the Greater Manchester Police Authority to award the contract to Security Plus + Ltd as the lowest tenderer.    .

Options considered and rejected were Not applicable.

Assessment of Risk A meeting was held with both Directorate and GMPA where unanimous agreement was reached for the award recommendation to be made in order to comply with audit trail requirements..
