Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Ray Mashiter, Lead Member for Environment, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.7 of Section 2: Scheme of Delegation, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve a tenancy agreement for an annual peppercorn rent of £1.00 between the City Council and the residents of 21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 33, 35 & 37 Wilfred Road, Barton.
The Reasons are:-

· Urban Vision has informed the Directorate of an area of land to the rear of Wilfred Road, Barton that has been encroached upon by the occupants of property no’s 21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 33, 35 & 37. 
· The land is registered to the City Council and under the ownership of this Directorate. 

· Property no 31 has successfully managed to get the area hatched in pink added to their leasehold title via adverse possession. The Leasehold is for 999 years.
· The basics of the present adverse possession process is that If someone submits an adverse possession claim to the Land Registry they must provide evidence that they have enjoyed exclusive unchallenged occupation of the land for a minimum of 10 years. The Land Registry will then notify the registered owner who can object to the claim but must provide evidence to counter the claim of the applicant. The Land Registry will then assess all evidence and decide whether to accept or reject the adverse possession claim.

· The land at Wilfred Road has only recently been registered but that only means we will be notified of any new adverse possession claims which the City Council can object to, but the residents mentioned in 1.1 have been in occupation for so long it is extremely likely that an adverse possession claim would be accepted by the Land Registry.


Options considered and rejected were sell the land freehold to the owner/occupiers of property no’s 21, 23, 25, 27, 29, 33, 35 & 37.

The source of funding is n/a.

The Council must be satisfied that it holds adequate title to the land concerned and that its rental as proposed does not conflict with any planning policies
