This contract arrangement calls for the maintenance and repair of catering equipment in Citywide and CHSC premises: on occasions there is also a need for the successful tenderer to supply and install replacement equipment in the event of any condemning resulting from Health and Safety implications.
The precise expenditure is therefore extremely difficult to predict, and the contract value identified in the Executive Summary is based on  the previous 12 months spend with the current provider.
Seven sets of tender documents were requested following formal advertising procedures in OJEU and resulted in the consequent submission of 3 completed tenders. Completion of the evaluation matrix identified A Venning Limited as the most appropriate supplier taking account of the following criteria :-
Quality of submission; Technical/professional ability; Environmental Standards; Health and Safety; Equal Opportunities and Pricing.
