PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1  To inform Lead Member of the proposals relating to the Old Library Building and associated mess facility, store room and yard .

1.2    To request Lead Member declares the land associated with the mess facility, store room and yard, surplus to requirements.

1.3    That Lead Member grant in principle approval to the scheme.

2.
BACKGROUND

2.1   The Old Library Building, Leicester Road, Salford 7, is adjacent to and overlooks a  

        significant part of Mandley Park.

2.2  The main building and some associated land(see appendix 1) is currently leased to 

       English Churches Housing Group (ECHG), who offer housing to homeless males

       aged sixteen and over, with high support needs.

2.3 The current lease excludes two buildings and a yard area, which are retained by this 

      Directorate as a mess and store facility for Mandley Park and other areas of public open 

       Space in the Higher Broughton area. 

      A Right of Access for both vehicles and staff  through the land leased to ECHG is also 

      retained.

3.
PROPOSALS

3.1 The ECHG are proposing to extend the main building from 14 units to 22units by 

      constructing an extension to the existing accommodation.(appendix 2 ).

3.2 The proposal is supported by Housing Services, as it is in line with Salford’s Strategic   

      priority to :”Enable independent living in all our communities”.

      It has also been approved by the Supporting People Commissioning Body, as the project   

      offers supported accommodation to a primary client group of Offenders and a 

      secondary client group of People with Drug and /or Alcohol problems, both of which are 

      agreed Strategic Priorities for the Supporting People Programme in Salford.

3.3 The proposal, includes a land swap, the demolition of the mess and storage facility 

       and the utilisation of this space and the yard area.  Environment Services are therefore  

       requested to declare this area surplus to requirements to allow a disposal to ECHG.

3.4  Funding has been agreed in principle  and a bid has been submitted to the Housing 

       Corporation, who have also agreed to consider the scheme for any available slipage     

       from the 2005/06 programme, on condition that the scheme is worked up by the end of 

      June 2005.

3.5  Discussions to re-site the mess/storage facility and provide access and parking/turning   

       space for Operations maintenance vehicles have commenced. 

3.6 Options for relocating the mess/storage facility are currently being prepared.(appendix 3)

      Negotiations are being pursued on the basis of like for like replacement, bearing in mind 

      relevant legislation. ie the Workplace Health, Safety & Welfare Regulations 1992.

3.7 The current buildings are in a parlous state and new build replacement will provide 

      significantly improved conditions. 

3.8 The Lead Member for Housing Services will be briefing the ward councillors 

        informally of the proposals, subject to in principle approval to proceed being received 

       from the Lead Members for Development Services and Environment Services.
