1.0 PURPOSE OF REPORT

1.1
To seek Lead Member approval to progress the above works subject to 
approval for capital expenditure being given by Lead Member for Corporate 
Services (see attached) 

2.0 BACKGROUND

2.1
The Friends of Lightoaks Park supported by Salford City Council applied for a 
grant of £24,792 from Greening Greater Manchester in May 2004 to support 
the restoration of Lightoaks Park pond (Total project cost: £45,000). 
Notification of a successful application was received in July 2004.

2.2
It was recognised by both the Council and the Environment Agency that  
restoration works and in particular the removal of silt had the potential to 
disrupt an important aquatic habitat if carried out at the wrong time of the year. 

2.3
To minimise the effects of disruption works to the value of approximately 
£15,000 have been carried out on-site. These have been funded through 
existing revenue sources and can be deducted from the Council’s match 
funding contribution of £20,208.

2.4
The necessary grant reference number has recently been released by 
Groundwork Manchester and the £24,792 capital grant award can now be 
claimed. This will allow for the full programme of work to be progressed.

3.0 RECOMMENDATIONS

That, subject to authorization from Lead Member, Corporate Services to expend the capital; approval be given to expend a total amount of £45,000 on restoring Lightoaks Park Pond.
