Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I ,Councillor John Warmisham ,Lead Member for Children and Youth, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J(1) of Section 2, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Approve award of a contract for the supply and delivery of Educational Furniture to schools in Bolton, Oldham, Salford, Stockport, Tameside and Trafford for the period   1st March 2006 to 29th February 2008 (with the option to extend to 28th February 2009).

The Reasons are Aggregated spend by schools on Educational Furniture over the years has consistently required the Procurement discipline to advertise such a contract in compliance with the EU Public Supply Directive (recently amended to the EU Consolidated Public Sector Directive).
Although only ten bona fide tenders were received for evaluation, some unit costs have reduced,some have been maintained with only a small percentage of increases being applied.
EFM Ltd, a well established contract supplier, tendered for all bar five items. Rather than make awards to four other companies for very small values, and the possibility of no orders being placed which then places the Consortium and Salford City Council, as contracting authority in an embarrassing situation and loss of credibility,it has been agreed that the best option is to award the entire contract to EFM Ltd and for the five items in question to be quoted for as, when and if required.
Comparison with existing unit costs, identifies a saving (assuming offtake quantities remaining constant) of £16,967.79 per annum (£50,903.37 over a possible three year period).

Options considered and rejected were Determination of the recommended tenderer is partly on the basis of lowest tendered prices, application of fixed price periods, elements of standardisation,  non-compliance with specifications and in one case, no affiliation with any Trade Association/Federationand non submission of any quality assurance details.Bolton,Salford, Stockport and Trafford have opted for EFM Limited for each of their tendered items in order to ensure commonality and consistency in terms of matching up replacement and additional furniture. .
