I, Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing in exercise of the powers conferred on me by paragraph F 6(a)(1) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the Private Sector Housing Strategy 2010-2015  for publication.

The Reasons are it is the duty of a Local Authority to take a strategic view of housing across all tenures within their boundaries. The Private Sector Housing Strategy 2010 -2015 is designed to ensure that the Council fulfils this function in the medium to long term across the private sector and supports the Council’s overarching Housing Strategy. 
Assessment of Risk: Medium, the Private Sector Housing Strategy has been developed with extensive stakeholder consultation ensuring that the strategy is fit for purpose.  The strategy has been produced on the basis of a robust evidence base and consultation on priorities. However failure to consider the priorities and action plan of this strategy may undermine the Council’s ability to support the Housing Market in Salford during the current economic downturn. 
The source of funding is: the strategy will be funded from existing approved revenue and capital budgets. Bids for other sources of funding will be brought to members for approval as and when they are developed.
