I, COUNCILLOR PETER CONNOR, Lead Member for Housing, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Sections F 6 (a) (i) and J(a) Paragraph (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby 

(i) Give permission to enter into a Section 22 agreement with Contour Housing Limited, as lead RSL for the Broughton area.

(ii) Agree that the Section 22 agreement will detail plans to provide a replacement for Belmont Homeless Families Unit and a site for ASSFAM and will make £500,000 available to do this.

(iii) Approve the continuation of work by the ASSFAM/Belmont Steering Group to develop detailed proposals for the scheme.
The Reasons are:

To provide a replacement for Belmont Homeless Families Unit, which will bring temporary accommodation for homeless families in Salford to the standards required by legislation and to provide a site for an accommodation based Assisted Families (ASSFAM) scheme, in the Broughton area.

Options considered and rejected were:

None, Contour is the agreed partner for the Broughton area.
