The Reasons are to enable the demolition and replacement of the 38 bed Salvation Army Housing Association hostel for single homeless men in Salford, which is a longstanding strategic homeless and Supporting People priority.

The Salvation Army Housing Association is monitored & regulated by the Homes and Communities Agency.

The new development will be supported by appropriate planning permissions, building regulation approval, the section 22 contract and supporting people service specification agreement. 

Project management and monitoring will be provided by officers of the Commissioning & Projects team who are responsible for reporting to the Homes and Communities Agency

The payments will be staged throughout the project delivery/construction phase and will be agreed by the Salford Places of Change Project Board. The valuations will be undertaken on the City Council’s behalf by partners in Urban Vision.
