The report further recommends that environmental improvements to public realms such as alleyways are undertaken in order to preserve and enhance local amenities. 

Consultation with the Broughton Renewal Area Steering Group also highlighted the Wellington St West Area as an area that would benefit from a Block Improvement Scheme.
