in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve
· a pilot model for refurbishing 2 empty properties in New Deal for Communities (NDC) area for homeless families managed by NPHL.

· the option for a pilot in Supporting Homeless Families into Homeownership as reported to Lead Member on the 14th July 2005; this project to be under HMR Sustaining Neighbourhoods with Manchester Methodist Housing Group and Contour Housing, so as to develop permanent accommodation for homeless households.

· the commissioning of Bedspace EA Ltd as a pilot to provide temporary accommodation as an alternative to B & B for 4 number 16 to 18 year old single homeless people.

· the commissioning of Cascade Homes as a pilot to provide an alternative to bed & breakfast of temporary accommodation for homeless households leading to permanent homes subject to consultation with our lead partner RSL.

· the continuation of work with private landlords and the development of an enhanced Rental Bond/Deposit scheme with a further report to be presented in September/October



The Reasons are that the City Council is committed to reducing its reliance on temporary accommodation especially bed & breakfast, and is keen to explore options with its partners in the RSL, private and voluntary sector to increase the supply of affordable accommodation. .

Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk Medium

Some of these projects are in early stages of development, awaiting Lead Member approval to the concept.

The source of funding is Homelessness Budget – Temporary accommodation budget as identified in the Lead Member Report April 2005 “Importance of Homelessness Prevention in Salford”

Housing Market Renewal – Supporting families into homeownership, subject to a further Lead Member report in October 2005
