
Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F6, (a) (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do give approval to creation of one affordable house at 2 Field Street, Langworthy. This forms part of the wider proposals to develop homes on Highfield Road and refurbish empty properties on Alder Street which has been formulated by Great Places Housing Group which are to be funded through a bid to the National Affordable Housing Programme (NAHP) and has been supported by the City Council. In approving this course of action, the alternative proposal, submitted by the Alderfield Residents Association that, the site should instead be used to create a community garden is refused.
The comparative merits of the two options have both been considered. On balance it was felt that, the creation of one affordable house was more beneficial in that, it provides the opportunity to have a positive impact in addressing the housing needs of the City. Furthermore the funding for the creation of this one house, as part of the wider proposals, is secured. There is no guarantee that, particularly in the short term, such an opportunity would occur again. 
Assessment of Risk: Medium – Delays to the housing scheme being agreed with Great Places Housing could put at risk the NAHP grant funding which has to be committed during January 2011.
