SALFORD CITY COUNCIL - RECORD OF DECISION

I, Councillor Peter Connor, 

Lead Member for Housing Services 

in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F (6) (a) (iii) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise:-

1. That the declaration of a Clearance Area is considered the most satisfactory course of action for dealing with the unsatisfactory housing conditions of the properties at 1 - 32 Minden Street, 1-32 Dettingen Street and 1-39 Duchy Road (odd numbers only).

2. The Head of Housing, to undertake the statutory consultation required prior to the declaration of a Clearance Area under the provisions of section 289 of the Housing Act 1985 and to report back at the earliest opportunity.

3. The Head of Housing, to work out detailed redevelopment proposals for cleared sites, in partnership with Space New Living Ltd. and other parties, and to report back at the earliest opportunity.
4. The Head of Property and Development, to negotiate the acquisition of empty properties in the area by agreement, in advance of the formal Clearance Area declaration and Compulsory Purchase Order.
The reasons are: 

1. Housing conditions in the area containing properties at 1 - 32 Minden Street, 1-32 Dettingen Street, 1-39 Duchy Road, Duchy, are unsatisfactory and that 69 of the 84 residential buildings are unfit for human habitation.

2. The declaration of a Clearance Area, leading to clearance and redevelopment in the area, is the most satisfactory course of action for dealing with the unsatisfactory housing conditions and securing housing market renewal and regeneration and the necessary statutory consultation should be undertaken as soon as practicable.

3. Further development work needs to be undertaken with partners to develop detailed redevelopment proposals to ensure that all owner-occupiers and tenants are better off if they choose to remain in the area after clearance. 

4. There is a need for the speedy acquisition of empty properties in the area by agreement in advance of the formal Clearance Area declaration and Compulsory Purchase Order.
