the following alley gating schemes, together with the appointment of Groundwork Trust to undertake them.

· Barton

· Winton

· Walkden North

· Langworthy

The Reasons are burglary in all four of the areas identified, is significantly higher than Salford’s, and the national average burglary rate. The schemes will be delivered in line the Salford’s alley gating policy, and by doing so, will contribute towards a reduction in the fear of crime, in actual burglaries together with improving the quality of life for all residents involved.

Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk  Low - Results from a survey carried out on residents of Salford who have already benefited from alley gating show their fear of crime and perception of suffering crimes are greatly reduced. Schemes will only be carried out where there is a minimum of 50% resident support..

The source of funding is Partly Burglary Reduction Allocation, both Public and Private, for 2006/7. Also £60,000 Safer Stronger Communities Fund has also been applied for, together with a further £80,000 from the Basic Command Unit Fund, upon which a decision is awaited.
