in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve
the use of void properties for the delivery of a construction skills training programme for unemployed residents of Salford via a registered social landlord lead partner under a Section 22 Agreement. 


The Reasons are This training programme seeks to capitalise on existing skill shortages in the construction industry not only in Salford, but also across the North West generally.
Shortage of skilled labour will be further exacerbated in Salford by the investment programmes planned for the next 5 – 10 years.


Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk Failure to secure approval for this programme would increase the likelihood of those jobs being lost to the people of Salford and going to people from other localities.

Without a suitable supply of skilled local people, incoming employers will recruit people from outside the locality and / or recruit staff who are already employed. This would undermine the key purpose of regeneration in Salford


The source of funding is Housing Market Renewal Funding.
