I, COUNCILLOR PETER CONNOR, Lead Member for Housing Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Section F 6 (a) Paragraph (iii) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council

do hereby authorise:  

a. the granting of a twelve month licence agreement at a peppercorn rent to Contour Housing Association to enable the refurbishment of 26 Wellington Street East prior to its sale to Contour Housing Association on completion of the works at a net valuation of £85,000.

b. the acquisition of 21-23 Wellington Street East and 45-47 Tully Street from Contour Housing Association at the valuation previously approved in March 2004 of £330,000.

c. in order to utilise available funding the acquisition of 21-23 Wellington Street East and 45-47 Tully Street be progressed either with the full consideration payable on exchange of contracts with completion to take place once vacant possession achieved or completion to proceed subject to a management agreement enabling Contour Housing Association to manage the remaining tenancies until vacant possession achieved, whichever option is deemed more appropriate in the circumstances by the Director of Corporate Services.

The reasons are 26 Wellington Street East has now been excluded from the Higher Broughton Regeneration Area proposals and a licence and sale back to the original vendor, Contour Housing Association, following the completion of its refurbishment, is deemed the most appropriate course of action for disposal of the property.  In addition, under established guidelines where land or property is no longer required for the purpose for which it was acquired it is good practise for it to first be offered back to the original owner at market value under the Crichel Down rules, which whilst being non-statutory guidance, is commended to local authorities.
