Assessment of Risk The Broughton Renewal Area lies between 3 high profile developments within the wider Broughton Area; The Higher Broughton Partnership, Lower Broughton Regeneration area and the Albert Park Development.  Delivery of this scheme is considered necessary to:

· help ensure that conditions within the area do not undermine regeneration initiatives that are already underway both in the immediate neighbourhood and in the wider area.

· help ensure that investment in the neighbourhood and the wider area realises its true value.

· help minimise migration into the adjacent development areas and avoid a possible destabilisation of the area.

The overall assessment of the risk in approving the recommendation in this report is low.
