 the funding of the adaptation of 74 Wellington Street east, salford 7, including the re-provision of two essential bed spaces lost due to the adaptation within the loft, to the mandatory limit of £30000, with a discretionary top up amount not to exceed £8000, giving a total approved grant maximum of £38000
The Reasons are  that an occupational therapist has concluded the adaptations, summarised above, will enable a disabled member of the family resident at the property, to live more independently whilst ensuring essential provision is made for the displaced bed spaces.

Assessment of Risk  High
There is a professional recommendation that meets the need of the disabled child and delaying the progress of any recommended scheme may have implications on the health and well being of the child and compromise her access to a more independent life.
