in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (i) & (iv), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve
· The proposed swap of lands with Urban Splash, in relation to the Chimney Pot Park development, which will effectively bring land, currently outside the scheme into the scheme, and in return to take land on Alder Street, currently inside the scheme, out of it.
· The demolition of properties on Alder Street ,and the use of the cleared site and adjoining land as a site compound by Urban Splash.
· The Strategic Director for Customer and Support Services being instructed to complete the legal formalities.

The Reasons are that as part of the development of the Chimney Pot Park scheme, there is a proposal to bring land currently outside the scheme into the scheme, and in return to take land currently inside the scheme on Alder Street out of the scheme. This proposed land exchange will enable the better development of the Chimney Pot Park site, and will allow the provision of two additional housing units.

Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk: Low, the scheme has attracted a great deal of publicity, and all matters associated with it have and will continue to be subject to considerable scrutiny.

Source of funding: all financial arrangements are covered by existing legal agreements, although there will be a requirement to change the legal agreement to reflect the changes in land acquisition costs, as a result of the land swap proposals.
