Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk Low – Similar alley gating schemes have shown to reduce numbers of burglaries by up to 70%. By following the key principles within the Lead member Report, The use of Alley Gating Schemes in areas in transition and or subject to major regeneration activity, we will also be minimising any risks..
