1.
Approve the principle of making Relocation Grants available for a limited period in the NDC area for owner-occupiers in the Whit Lane/Littleton Road area who wish to identify a replacement property and relocate at this time, subject to satisfying a hardship test.

2.
Note and endorse that all remaining owner-occupiers in the NDC area who do not wish to relocate at this time must be considered for relocation assistance under the Council’s policy which is in place at the point at which they make their application.

3.
Note and endorse the options available for public and private sector tenants affected by clearance proposals.

The Reasons are:

· To allow a transition period for applications for relocation assistance from home-owners affected by the proposed redevelopment of parts of the Charlestown & Lower Kersal NDC area as a result of revised redevelopment timescales; and

· To give clarity to public and private tenants of the area on the support available to them.

Options considered and rejected were:

· do nothing; and

· adopt alternative transition arrangements.
