The Reasons are the schemes proposed for the ward of Little Hulton will have aim of reducing crime and the fear of crime. They have been identified through crime analysis and resident consultation.

Assessment of Risk Low - Monitoring is carried out by the Burglary Reduction Team on a monthly basis to ensure all funding is spent before March 2007.

The source of funding is £155,000 from safer stronger Communities and £100,00 from Burglary Reduction Public Allocation 2006/07.
