1. Recommend that Carolina House be demolished and the site cleared for preparation for the development of 6 family sized units for shared ownership by Irwell Valley Housing Association

2.   Recommend that the site be sold to Irwell Valley Housing Association,   subject to valuation, who will carry out demolition and preparation of the cleared site for re-development.  

The Reasons are based on the history of high void levels and antisocial behaviour linked to the building and the development opportunity that will provide quality, affordable housing choice for existing residents and new entrants into the housing market.

Options considered and rejected were to do nothing, or demolish Carolina House to make way for redevelopment of new housing units providing choice and affordability for existing residents and new entrants into the housing market.
