Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (xii) and (xvii), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise the institution of legal proceedings against Mr Shahid Ali, 56 Russell Street, Bolton, BL1 4BJ, for offences committed in relation to Sections 72(1) Part 2 and 236(1) Part 7 of the Housing Act 2004.
The Reasons are The reasons are that Mr Ali is in control of a House in Multiple Occupation (HMO) which is required to be licensed but is not so, and that he has failed to comply with a requirements of a notice served under Section 234 of the Housing Act 2004.

Options considered and rejected were To take no action. This was considered not to be an acceptable option as Salford City Council, as the Local Housing Authority has a duty to enforce the Housing Act 2004.
Assessment of Risk Low - The Council's legal representatives consider that the evidence is sufficiently strong to offer reasonable prospect of a conviction, and that prosecution is in the public interest.

The source of funding is Unless the City Council fails to prove its case, and legal costs are awarded against it, there are no costs other than legal  costs for Counsel, and the nominal operating costs associated with officer time. If costs were awarded against the Council they would be met from the Housing Market Support Enforcement Budget.
