I, Councillor Connor Lead Member for Housing in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F6 (a)(1), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the commitment of Salford City Council financial resources for the pilot residential leaseholders charging pilot in Central Salford.  
 

The Reasons are: 
· Complexities and time sensitive project;
· Outcomes will support the development of Policy to secure recharging; 

· Clarifying and managing Salford City Council financial exposure; and
· provides good value for money. 
Assessment of Risk: 
Without the identification and testing of issues in the pilot, the development of a robust policy would be impeded.  It is important to identify these issues, as there are 254 residential leaseholders affected by the Decent Homes programme, which equates to approximately £2m that will need to be financed from either public finances or privately by the leaseholders.  Although there is a significant potential cost of £2m to public finances this robust approach of working with partners with existing proven working relationships allows an anticipated successful pilot and the development of a robust policy.  As such at present the risk is deemed as low.
