That the Director of Housing Services in conjunction with the Director of Development Services be authorised to enter into negotiations with Housing Associations and/or private developers to seek agreement in principle that they will acquire 3 Ashley Crescent from the authority in the event that a compulsory purchase order is made.

The property is located in an area of high demand and has been empty for approximately 10 to 15 years.   It has attracted anti social behaviour and is a cause of concern to the local residents.

The source of funding is Property will only be acquired once the City Council has a contractual agreement with either a housing association or individual to buy the property.
