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RECORD OF DECISION

Title: 
Relocation assistance for Mrs Olive Young, 40 Suffolk Street

Charlestown and Lower Kersal New Deal for Communities

I COUNCILLOR PETER CONNOR, Lead Member for Housing Services in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F6 (a) (vii) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve: -

i. an exception to the Council’s Private Sector Housing Assistance Policy 2006 to support an application for relocation assistance to a property outside the Central Salford Housing Market Renewal Pathfinder boundary in respect of Mrs Olive Young, 40 Suffolk Street, Lower Kersal;

ii. the allocation of an estimated £61,700 from the City Council’s Private Sector Housing Capital Programme 2006-7 to fund a relocation equity loan. 

The reasons are:

To support and enable the relocation of an elderly resident living in Suffolk Street, Charlestown whose property is included within a clearance area;

To facilitate property acquisition by agreement; and

To facilitate early site assembly through demolition of Suffolk Street.

Options considered and rejected were:  

1. The owner to remain in her current home until the new development on Charlestown Riverside is ready in 2009;

2. The owner to decant to an alternative property, most likely a council house, in a more stable area until the new properties are ready;

3. The owner to relocate to a suitable existing property within the Central Salford HMR Pathfinder boundary; or

4. The owner to move to a property near to her family and an established support network in Cadishead.

Assessment of Risk: Low

· Relocation of the resident would facilitate early site assembly through demolition of Suffolk Street; and

· The owner has identified a suitable property that suits her needs and would be able to move in the near future. Occupancy levels in Suffolk Street are low and remaining residents are becoming increasingly vulnerable. 

The source of funding is: Private Sector Housing Capital Programme 2006-7
