I Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing , in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a)1, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:-

1. Approve the proposed Block Improvement scheme in the ‘Weaste Phase 5’ area.

2. Approve the budget costs of £801,360 (inclusive of fees) for the Weaste Phase 5 scheme, including a forward commitment of £551,360 from the 2007/08 capital programme.
3. Approve the appointment of Councils construction partners G & J Seddons Ltd to carry out the renovation works
4. Approve start on site in November 2006 provided the target cost does not exceed budget costs.
The Reasons are the Weaste Neighbourhood Renewal Area has been identified as a priority for housing and environmental investment, the area is also within the Housing Market Renewal (HMR) Central Salford West.  This scheme will complement and support previous investment into the area assisting in the promotion of market change and long-term sustainability.

Options considered and rejected were not undertaking this work.

Assessment of Risk - low., 80% of owners have already given their support to the scheme, G & J Seddons Ltd. have already agreed an early start on site in November 2006.
