Acquisition funded by the North West Regional Development Agency (NWDA) of the freehold interest in the Salvation Army hostel at James Street Salford for £700,000.

Sale of the Council’s freehold interest in land at Brindle Heath Road, Salford to Salvation Army Housing Association (SAHA) for £1, to build a replacement Salvation Army hostel.

Sale of the Council’s freehold interest in development land, for 16 Social Rented Apartments at Brindle Heath Road, Salford, to SAHA, for £150,000.

The granting of a short lease to SAHA of the Salvation Army hostel at James Street Salford until the replacement hostel at Brindle Heath Road is operational.  Demolition of the Salvation Army hostel at James Street, Salford once vacated.

The Reasons are:

To facilitate the relocation of the Salvation Army Hostel to Brindle Heath Road in support of the Council Places Of Change project. 

To enable development of 16 Social rented flats. 

To facilitate site assembly at Chapel Street regeneration area.
