I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs F 6 (a)(i) and J (a) (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:-
1. Notes the findings of the ERM report following site investigations in south Ordsall.

2. Notes the content and implications of the Environmental Services Policy Statement on contaminated land.

3. Authorises officers to commission Salix Homes to invite tenders to carry out the necessary remediation. 

4. Authorises officers to commission Salix Homes to work with Council officers to carry out resident consultation in line with the recommendations contained in the Communications Plan.

The reasons are in order to carry out remediation in line with recommendations contained in the report from ERM Consultants. and Policy Statements from the City Council’s Environment Directorate, to conduct consultation as proposed in the updated Communications Strategy with residents affected. and those of the surrounding area.

Assessment of Risk: High
Salford City Council has a duty to pursue remediation of these findings under The Occupiers Liability Act 1957 (for visitors), Defective Premises Act 1972 for tenants) together with the Environmental Protection Act 1990, Section 78a (7) which requires appropriate remediation.  Salford City Council’s Contaminated Land Inspection Strategy, July 2001 was written in accordance with this legislation

This level of action is most appropriate as Salford City Council is the main landowner affected.   Failure to act could result in notice being served on the council and fines.
