Subject to a successful PFI announcement, the procurement of a technical advisor to support the Pendleton team in delivering a Private Finance Initiative in Pendleton.

The Reasons are that failure to invest in securing a technical advisor may result in poor cost analysis from bidders, unforeseen costs being identified at a later date and/or a lack of confidence from potential investors.

Assessment of Risk (High) - reason as outlined above. A poor quality bid submission (Outline Business Case), could result in delays in approval from the Department for Communities (DCLG) to proceed with advertising the PFI contract.

The source of funding is Housing Revenue Account 06/07-09/10 – Stock Option Budget

Legal Advice obtained - advice has been sought from the Council’s Corporate Procurement team to ensure that OJEU regulations are adhered to – advice obtained from Collette Hilton.

Financial Advice obtained  - There are limited resources with the Stock Options budget. However, the appointment of this contract is viewed as essential to the successful delivery of a robust 30-year PFI investment plan – advice obtained from Nigel Dickens
